e Visit the polar bear located near the museum and find out his name. Describe the
clothes he is wearing on the day of your visit.

e Visit the Main Post Library. Visit the NCO Academy. Meet a student at the Academy
and ask why they are attending. What is accomplished at the School?

e Visit the Mobile Police Station and Fire Station. Talk with a Mobile Police Officer or

Firefighter and learn about his/her job.

Visit the Equestrian Center. Learn about the horses.

Visit Lake Tholocco West Beach. Take a lunch and have a picnic or go for a hike.
